This project involves the restoration of a 1920°s Texaco gas station and will utilize that structure as a visitor’s resource and interpretive center for
the community. It will inch.de a specialty retail outlet featuring local and countywide products, provide 24 hr public restrooms and a park-like
outdoor setting. Initial work started in 1999 with the Rosalia Planning Commission updating the Economic Development segment of the Rosalia
Comprehensive Land Use P an. The coramission identified Heritage Tourism as a means of improving our local economy. In October, 2001 &
letter was sent to the W.A. DOE from Mayor Roellich in response to s federal grants pilot program aimed at remediation of abandoned, idle or
under used industrial and community facilities. Grant application was submitted in October, 2002 and Rosalia was one of three (and the smallest)
communities in Washington State to be the recipient of this grant.
The national historic Steptoe Battlefield was abviously Rosalia’s primary tourist attraction and the Jensen Texaco Gas Station in the center of
downtown was identified as tne perfect location for a visitor’s resource and interpretive center. About the same time other civic leaders were
Eolvcd with WSDOT's Scenic By-Ways Progmm Due to that work, Rosalia has recently been designated as the “North Gateway to the Palouse”

dovetailing and completion of these three projects will generate a sustainable increase in fourism, consequently increasing the sustainable
ic rewards.

Involved in the Texaco project are: Rosalia Chamber of Commerce, the Town of Rosalia, Washington State Department of Ecology, Rosalia School
District, Rosalia Historical (Coramission and virtually all civic organizations in Rosalia. The project scope includes: 1.) Removing the tanks and site
remediation of any petrolewn pollutants. 2.) Renovating the vintage gas station into the visitor’s resource and interpretive center with public
restrooms, This will be a re-use and re-occupation of a business that has been closed for 20 years or more. 3.) Constructing a new building, which
will provide rental space for retail concession businesses such as: local artisans and crafters, espresso drive-thru or small convenience store — goal to
be to encourage fledgling ccttage industries. 4.) Landscape the site.
